CAP Representative on EDIT-STEM Partners Committee

EDIT-STEM: The overarching goal of the EDI Transformation for STEM (EDIT-STEM) initiative is to
address challenges to equity, diversity, and inclusion (EDI) in science, technology, engineering,
and mathematics (STEM). The EDIT-STEM team will design and develop a technological
framework to advance EDI in STEM, coupled with performing longitudinal studies across multiple
organizations.

CAP Representative duties: The appointed CAP member will sit on the EDIT-STEM Partners
Committee through which they will have opportunities to contribute to EDIT-STEM projects. They
will support integrated knowledge mobilization activities including workshops at the annual CAP
Congress, and through webinars, social media and societal newsletters. The appointed CAP
member will report regularly to the CAP Board on EDIT-STEM activities and progress.

Estimated time contribution: The time contribution is estimated at 3 hours per month for EDIT-
STEM research activities (36 hours/year) and 3 days each year for workshops and other meetings.
The position is for 2 years, renewable for up to the 5-year duration of the grant.

Relevant experience: The appointed CAP member will have an interest in promoting EDI
principles in STEM. Past experience related to EDI activities is an asset, e.g., membership in and
contributions to the CAP Division for Gender Equity in Physics, participation in institutional EDI
committees and/or projects, planning and implementing programs for underrepresented
members in physics or science, etc.
